A Brief History Of Gatty Park

Mr. Frederick Albert Gatty born in the Alsace
region of France in 1819 moved to Lancashire
in 1842 following an invitation from Mr.
Frederick Steiner who had noticed Mr. Gatty’s
talents as he worked as a calico printer, (a
method of printing onto cloth), in Alsace, for
which this region of France was famous.
Following great success improving the
dyeing of ‘Turkey Red’ (known as ‘Gatty Red’
in the east), Mr. Gatty went on to become most
famous for his improvements to the dyeing of
Khaki. Khaki, meaning ‘dust colour’ in
Hindustani, went on to replace the Gatty Red
uniforms during the Boer war and is still dyed
using much the same technique to this day.

Mr. Gatty married in 1855 moving into Elmfield
Hall on its completion, where he lived out the
rest of his days. It is interesting to note that Mr.
Green the architect who designed Elmfield Hall
went on to design the Accrington Town Hall
(known at the time as the Peel Institute).
During the first world war the hall was equipped
as a military hospital for wounded soldiers by
the surviving members of the Gatty Family.
Finally the hall and grounds were left to the
people of Church as a public park in April, 1920
by the Gatty Family.
